middle/left section of the Web page). Now you should be
on the Groups page – there is a great big button in the
middle SEARCH for a group.

3. Select the SIGN IN link (on the left column) if you have
already established a Yahoo! ID and password. If you
have not yet registered on this site, you will need to
follow the REGISTER NOW information (also on the left
side).

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STAR AWARD PIN FOR 25-YEAR MEMBERS OF SWEET ADELINES

I
n 1992, Nila Krantz of Tri-City Chorus suggested to the
Region 2 Board of Directors that there be some way of
recognizing members who had been in Sweet Adelines for a

long time. The regional board accepted the idea and the Star
Award Pin was chosen to be given to members who had belonged
to Sweet Adelines for 25 years.
   The rules to be followed were that the 25 years had to be
consecutive and the fiscal year May 1 – April 30 were the cutoff
dates. To determine the list of eligible members, international is
contacted after all chapter re-chartering paperwork has been
completed. This is usually sometime in July, and at that time
international sends a computerized printout listing Region 2
members who have completed 25 years.
   EFFECTIVE SEPTEMBER 2002, THE REGIONAL
MANAGEMENT TEAM APPROVED THE FOLLOWING CHANGES:
The 25 years of Sweet Adelines membership could be
accumulative (non-consecutive) with the burden of proof being
on the part of the member.
   The member receiving the pin should be a member of Region 2
at the time the pin is awarded and the member must have at least
five consecutive years of membership in Region 2 immediately
prior to the award.
   Members with 25 years who do not meet these criteria may
purchase a pin from the region or have it presented to them by
their chorus that purchased it.

EFFECTIVE JANUARY
2006, THE REGIONAL
MANAGEMENT TEAM
APPROVED THE
FOLLOWING CHANGES:

The Star Award Pins will
be presented at the 2006
regional convention in
Dearborn to those eligible
members. Those members
eligible for receiving the
pin will be notified as to the time and place for receiving their
pin.
   Pins will be presented at the 2006 fall regional weekend to
members who are eligible at that time. The presentation will take
place as part of the Saturday schedule of that weekend and will
take place in front of those attending the weekend.
   Thereafter, all presentations of the pins will take place annually
at the fall regional weekend.
  Nila Krantz remains the coordinator for this award. Nila not
only came up with the idea of the pin and its design, she has also
done an exceptional job carrying out the plan for the past 13
years. Region 2 is indeed fortunate to have such a dedicated
member as Nila in our region.

COMMUNICATION - KEEPING IN TOUCH WITH OUR MEMBERS

T
his past year has been an active one for our communication team in Region 2. Finding faster and better ways of getting information
out to our membership is a fun and challenging task and we have recently added another option for our members. Check out the
Web site for Region 2 (www.sweetadelinesregion2.org) and you will notice a new tab on the home page for BORDER LIGHTS!

That’s right, our favorite publication is now available online. When you click on the tab, you will be instructed to click on the icon, and
that will download the entire newsletter. You will need Adobe Reader, a free application you can download at the site if you don’t
already have it. The time to download the newsletter will vary depending on what kind of connection you have to the Internet (dial-up,
cable modem or DSL).

   Our plan is to have the Border Lights available before each music
school, so you will have all the news before at your fingertips.
Beginning with the fall edition of the newsletter, we will no longer
be printing copies for each chorus member. Instead, we will print
three copies for each chorus, to be distributed, as before, at the
music school. Individual members can make copies of these if they
choose not to access the online version. This will result in a saving
of almost $5,000 to the region in printing costs. 
   We have also been asked to provide a place on the regional Web
site for posting events that are Sweet Adelines related but do not
require clearance by the RMT, such as the Caseville and Harrisville
camping activities. These events will now be posted on the
CALENDAR page of the regional Web site. To have an event
placed on the calendar, please send information to the
communication coordinator, at keanesings@comcast.net.  The
“Upcoming Events” page of the Web site will continue to contain
only RMT-cleared events.

   Finally, our REG2SINGS Yahoo! group continues to grow. This is
a place for members to ask questions, exchange ideas and
information and generally chat about our favorite hobby. Come
and join us! To join, go to groups.yahoo.com. In the search box,
type Reg2sings. When the home page comes up, click the “Join
Group” box at the top of the page. You will need a Yahoo! account
to join, which you will be prompted to create if you don’t have
one. Complete the form with information about your Yahoo!
profile, email preference for receiving messages and the “Word
Verification” box at the bottom. (If you have problems reading the
letters in the box, keep trying and eventually you will get a box
you can read! Pay attention to uppercase (capital) and lowercase
(small) letters when you type them in). Then click the “Join”
button on the bottom. Once you are confirmed, then you can start
enjoying the conversation!
   Please feel free to send your RMT your feedback. It’s the only
way we are going to keep the communication flowing!
